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I. Community Youth Council (CYC Philosophy)

CYC was formed in the 1950’s so that boys of Japanese ancestry could participate in competitive sports on a more equal basis.  Because of their relatively small stature, they were unable to compete with boys of other races their own age.

CYC recognizes that all boys are not equally talented, athletic-wise.  But, CYC does not want to reject any eligible boy that desires to compete in its sport’s program, strictly because he lacked the skills of more talented boys.  CYC philosophy has never been about winning but, about friendly competition, sportsmanship, promoting parent involvement, and learning about their cultural heritage, while developing the young boys in its program to grow up to be responsible adults.

Lately, more coaches, parents and teams have set aside the CYC philosophy and have put winning as their No. 1 priority.  We understand that this trend may be strictly due to people being unfamiliar with the philosophy of CYC.  We all like to win.  That is a natural thing in all of us.  However, to prevent an eligible boy from participating in CYC or only playing him the minimum number of minutes per half, strictly because his skills may keep his team from winning, is not only disturbing, but against CYC policy.  Therefore, we are asking that everyone take an active part in this program and help the coach teach the boys the skills of basketball, the value of sportsmanship, and the fun of playing team sports.

Each team and all organizations in CYC should review its own philosophy and do everything possible to adhere to the CYC philosophy.

2009/2010 Points of Emphasis

The following are points of emphasis for the upcoming CYC year.

· Unsportsmanlike conduct is an automatic technical foul.

· CYC will enforce stricter compliance with CIF rules:

· Penalties for decorum related technical fouls have been substantially increased.

· Pee Wee player cannot foul out of the game.  Any player who is repeatedly fouling or exhibiting unsportsmanlike behavior should be pulled from the game and counseled by the coach.

· It is not the responsibility of the scorekeeper to track player minutes.

· If the advantaged team is asked to remove press by the opposing coach, scorekeeper, Division Director or referee, or CYC official,  the coach must do so. Failure to comply will result in a head coach technical. Continued non compliance results in immediate forfeit of the game and head coach suspended for 3 additional games.

· Coaches are to remain in the desiginated coaches area during a game so as not to get in line of sight of scorekeeper.  After two warnings from the referee, scorekeeper or CYC official, the coach must sit throughout the remainder of the game or forfeit game.

· Any new teams forming after the Pee Wee 2 winter season will be accepted only if approved by a 2/3 vote of the organizations and CYC.  Adding players to an existing roster of 5 or less players is considered a new team.  Adding players must follow the new addition of players rule.
· A member of a CYC basketball team cannot be a member of another JA Community League team or play during the same season. Anyone found on multiple rosters will result in all games by teams with players name shall forfeit all games played, minimum of at least two years suspension of the CYC team and any other sanction by the other leagues.

· A complete list of people issued a coaches card and name of individual responsible for issuing card must be given to CYC chairman. All copies of coaches signed conduct sheet prior to 1st game.

· Additional amendments pending CIF Rules changes for 2009/2010.

IV.  Team Formation and Player Eligibility

A. No child may participate in the regular (winter season) if born after December 2, 2004.

B. A player participating in, or having already participated this current season in any organized league or tournament similar to CYC such as but not limited to SEYO, CBO, or GEO (including CYC, “JA Community Leagues”), shall be ineligible to play in the CYC unless such league or tournament is sanctioned by CYC.

C. Any new teams forming after the Pee Wee 2 winter season will be accepted only if approved by a 2/3 vote of the organizations and CYC.  Adding players to an existing roster of 5 or less players is considered a new team.  Adding players to am existing roster of 6 or more is not considered a new team however the addition of players will be accepted only if approved by a 2/3 vote of the organizations and Governing Board and follow player addition rules.
D. Participation on other teams and leagues

1. Members of CYC teams may participate for other basketball or other sports teams as long as they do not overlap with their CYC schedule.  In case the playing schedules do clash, the player is required to make their CYC game.

2. A member of a CYC basketball team cannot be a member of another JA Community League team or play during the same season.  Anyone found on multiple rosters will result in all games by teams with players name shall forfeit all games played, minimum of at least two years suspension of the CYC team and any other sanctions by the other leagues. 
E. Participation in Basketball Leagues or Tournaments

For any CYC team to play in any basketball tournament held during the regular CYC season, the tournament must have the sanction of CYC.  CYC may not sanction a tournament if it considers that the tournament interferes with its’ current basketball schedule. “Interference” may mean practice schedules, loss of gym facilities, etc. not necessarily tournament play on the same day as league play.

V. Player Transfers

A. Except as otherwise provided in this section, no player shall move from:

1. One Organization to another,

2. CYC to another JA Community League; or

3. Another JA Community League to CYC.

B. A player may transfer after the following is completed;
1. He obtains a written release (Appendix E) from his present Organization representative,

2. He obtains a written acceptance (Appendix E) from another Organization that fields a team for which he is eligible,

3. Or he has not played (sat out) one complete CYC Winter Season on any other recognized like Asian league.  Notification to their team or organization should be made in order for the required sit out time to begin.  
4. The Commissioner Basketball Operations and general board approves the transfer (Appendix E).

C. A player who transfers without approval from their present organization or from CYC shall be suspended for the season and his team will forfeit all games in which the player has participated.

VI. Summer League

A. Summer League (CBO, CYC and SEYO) shall utilize these rules as guidelines.
B. A player participating in Summer League does not automatically qualify to play in CYC.

C. No player born after 12/2/04 will be allowed to play.

D. Summer rosters are not official.

VII. Rosters

A. Seven (7) copies of the official final roster must be submitted by the deadline specified in section III above with the signatures of the coach and Organization representatives attesting to its accuracy and completeness.  The name and addresses of the Head Coach and all adult assistants must be listed. Also please note item K below. The rosters are distributed as follows:

B. One copy of the roster, CYC Registration Form, Waiver of Liability, report cards and birth certificates (for all new CYC players) must be submitted to the Board of Trustees (Yosh Hirai) for qualification.  The Player Code of Conduct is to be submitted to the Commissioner of Basketball Operations.

C. The Authorization for Third Party to Consent to Treatment of a Minor Lacking Capacity to Consent should be retained by the team coaches or parent representative.
D. All rosters should be submitted using the current year forms without exception.  These forms should be obtained from the CYC website (www.cycsports.org).  Forms should be completed electronically and submitted in hard copy as specified above.

E. No team roster will be accepted to begin the season without at least seven players.

F. Each player must play in at least 50% of all scheduled league games for which he appears on the roster.

G. A team, which fails to meet the 50% requirement above, will be subjected to forfeiture of the Championship, Runner-up, or CYC (Sportsmanship) Award.

H. The Commissioner will consider exceptions due to injuries, family relocation, or similar circumstances.

I. No additional players may be added to the roster after the league starts except:

1. A team with seven players may add an eighth player if there are at least 5 games remaining on the schedule.
       2. If a team falls below the minimum of 6 players on the roster because of player illness, injury or relocation,
a player may be added.  However, proof satisfactory to the Commissioner and Governing Board must be made before a replacement player can be added.  An ill or injured player will remain on the roster.  A relocated player may be removed from the roster.

J
Any changes to official rosters must be delivered to each designated recipient with revised date clearly marked and is the responsibility of the organization representative to make sure each recipient has the most updated roster. 

K
A complete list of people issued a coaches card and name of individual responsible for issuing card must be given to CYC chairman. All copies of coaches signed conduct sheet prior to 1st game.
VIII. Equipment

A. Uniforms

1. Teams must be uniformly dressed with the same shirts and same color shorts.  Shirts must be tucked in. T-shirts worn under the basketball shirts must be essentially the same color as the basketball shirt.  (A player must remove different color undershirts before they will be allowed to play.)

2. Shirts must have numbers on front and back of the shirts (recommend 4 inch numerals on front and 8 inch numerals on back).  No duplication of numbers.  A team can have either 0 or 00 but not both.

3. Only basketball shoes may be worn.
4. When two opposing teams have the same or similar color uniforms, it shall be the responsibility of the visiting team to provide a contrasting color shirt.  One uniform must be white. Home team is the team listed on the right hand side of the schedule.  Home team must wear a light colored jersey.  The opposing team must provide contrasting color upon approval by the referee and scorekeeper.

5. Each uniform infraction constitutes a technical foul (2 free throws).

7. Basketball Hoop height

a. PW1 will play on 8 ½ ft. baskets.

b. All other divisions will play on standard 10 ft. baskets.

IX. Playing rules – All Leagues

A. General Rules-All Leagues
1. 20 minute halves.

2. 5 minutes between halves if time permits (as determined by the Division Director).

3. Stop time for last 2 minutes of the game (except for the Pee Wee Leagues).  This rule may be waived upon mutual consent of the Division Director and both coaches. No stop time last two minutes of the second half if the point spread is over 15 points.  This determination is made at the two minute mark and will not change regardless of subsequent changes in the score.

4. Stop time for referee’s time outs.

5. Each team will be allowed two 30 second and two 1 minute time outs per regulation game.  No restriction on the half in which time outs may be called.  Only rostered coaches and players on the court can call timeouts. Tie games will be decided by a two minute overtime period with stop time.

6. If the game is still tied at the end of the first overtime period, a second overtime will be played and the team scoring first (sudden death) will be declared the winner.

7. One time out of 1 minute will be allowed for the first overtime period.  No carry-over from previous period. There are NO time outs in sudden death.

8. The first time a player enters a game each half, he is to play for 5 consecutive minutes minimum. There is no substitution allowed for the first five minutes of each half.  Exceptions are when a player fouls out, is injured, or becomes ill.  Also, if a player is late, he will be eligible to enter the game at anytime after the first 5 minutes of the half during which he arrives, after notifying the Division Director of his tardiness.  For any half that a player plays, the minimum 5 minute playing time requirement will apply.  Teams that violate the minimum 5 minute playing time rule will forfeit game.  It is NOT the responsibility of the scorekeeper to inform coaches of lack of minutes played.  Overtime does not constitute minutes played.
9. Three point shots will be awarded if a three-point line is marked on the court.

10. A 35 second shot clock will be used when requested by a coach for the JB7 & JB8 divisions.  Once this clock has been requested to be turned on, it will remain on for the duration of the game.

11. In the interest of sportsmanship, when the point spread is greater than 20 points, the coach of the advantage team should consider removing the backcourt press.  The backcourt press may resume at any time.  If the advantaged team is asked to remove press or coach in a way to minimize point spread by the opposing coach, a CYC official, scorekeeper, Division Director or referee, the coach must immediately do so. Failure to comply will result in a head coach technical.  Continued non compliance results in immediate forfeit of the game and head coach suspended for an additional 3 games. In the case of excessive point spreads in more than one game, a review to suspend the coach indefinitely will be called by the Chairman of CYC.
12. Mercy Rule:

a. The Mercy Rule may be called at any time by the losing coach.  At this point, score keeping will stop and score boards will be turned to zero and one.
b. Once invoked, the Mercy Rule cannot be reversed.
13. Substitutions

a. All substitution players must check-in with scorekeeper prior to entering the game or the team will be assessed a full time out & delay of game warning will be assessed to the player(s).
14. Clock Stoppage
a. The clock will stop when a player fouls out of the game and resume when the substitute player enters the game.  This does not impact the coach’s 30 second limit to replace the player who fouled out.

b. The clock will stop when a player is injured and resume when the referee determines the player is cleared to play or a substitute player enters the game.

c. Both stoppages will be an official’s time out and not charged to either team.

B. Pee Wee -Midget Bee 3 Grade Divisions (pee wee only 1 additional time out per half for substitution only)
1. Three second key rule to be extended.
1. If the player is moving around in the key.

2. Violation if the player is taking advantage of this long count (referee judgment).

3. Violation if the player is not moving within the key.

2. Free Throw Attempts

1. Free throws will be attempted from the bottom of the free throw Circle.  If no line is painted, a line will be taped 6 ft. from the regulation free throw line prior to the start of the game.  Pee Wee 1 and Pee Wee 2 may cross the line.   Midget Bee 3 may not cross the line.

3. Substitutions for Pee Wee Division only:

1. Substitution of players are allowed to enter the game prior to the first free-throw attempt and after the second has attempt has been made.

4. No Back Court pressing

1. Once a team is in full control of the ball in the backcourt (referee’s judgment), no pressing or guarding any offensive player in the backcourt.  The defense cannot impede the offense from bringing the ball from backcourt to frontcourt.  If such a violation occurs, the offensive team will be awarded the ball at half court.  On the second violation, a technical foul can be assessed on the defensive team.

2. The offensive team must be allowed one full step into the frontcourt with complete control of the ball before he can be guarded.

3. Time out in the backcourt- If a time out is called while in the backcourt, the 10-second back court count will resume from where it left off (when the ball is put back into play).

5. Determining Initial Possession for Start of Game (Pee Wee 1)

1. Prior to the start of the game, all players will shoot one free throw each (teams with fewer players can choose some players to shoot twice to even up attempts). The team with the least number of successful attempts will be awarded the ball to start the game.  The team with the most successful attempts will be awarded the possession arrow. Free throw shots made will be recorded on the scoresheets.

C. Midget Bee 4 Division

1. Back Court Pressing

1. If, at the 2-minute mark in the second half, the point spread is 15 points or less, backcourt press will be allowed.  If the point spread is over 15 points, no backcourt press will be allowed.
2. Time out in the backcourt- If a time out is called while in the backcourt, the 10-second back court count will resume from where it left off (when the ball is put back into play).

D. Midget Bee 4 and Midget Aye 5  Divisions

1. Free throw attempts will be made from the regulation free throw line, but the free thrower may cross the line during the follow-through, but not to take advantage to get a rebound.

X. Officials

A. Division Director
1. Each organization will supply one permanent (and one alternate) Division Director.  

2. The Division Directors’ function is to maintain order, assist with information only in case of injuries, and manage the operations at the gym.  The Division Director should be near the scorekeeper’s table so that he/she can be cognizant of what’s happening and be available to assist or settle any disputes that should arise with the Commissioners confirmation.  (See Division Director duties information supplement)

B. Referees

1. Referees are appointed by CYC and are under the general direction of CYC.

C. Scorekeepers and Timekeepers

1. Scorekeepers and timekeepers will be provided by CYC.  The League will supply clocks.

D. CYC official officers. 

      1. Are those listed in this guideline.
XI. Official sign-in sheets (Pee Wee 1 - MB 4  Leagues only)

A. Each team must submit a CYC Award - Official Sign-in and Rating Sheet (Sign-in Sheet) ten minutes before each game time to the Division Director.  Names and numbers of all players in attendance must be listed and signed by the coach.  Player must be listed in numerical order with the lowest uniform number appearing first.  The Sign-In sheet is included in the Division Director packet distributed by the Commissioner at the beginning of the Winter League.

B. The Sign-In sheet will then be returned to the respective team rep in order to obtain attending parents’ signatures.  The form should then be returned to the Division Director before the end of the game.

C. At the end of the game, the Division Director and Referee will both sign and grade the team.  The form is then given to the Commissioner of Basketball Operations.  The Sign-In sheet will be compiled throughout the season and used to determine the CYC Award recipient at the annual Jamboree.  Note: A parent will get credit even if that person is not at the game for any of the following reasons:

1. If attending another son’s CYC game

2. If attending a daughter’s JAO game

3. Performing duties as a CYC official
XII. CYC Award – Pee Wee and Midget Bee League

A. The CYC (Sportsmanship) Award is awarded to teams in the Pee Wee 1-Midget Bee 4 divisions. The Award will be based on the following factors:

1. Sportsmanship and conduct of players and coaches on and off the court.

2. General conduct of parents and supporters.

3. Attendance by the parents of the players.

4. Cooperation with the CYC - conforming to Guidelines, meeting deadlines for rosters.

5. The Commissioner Basketball Operations shall make the final determination.

B. Division Director and referee will grade each game on a scale of 0 to 4 taking into consideration the first two factors.

C. In order to grade the teams with respect to each other, the following system will be used:

1. The above three criteria will weigh 75% toward the CYC Award.

2. Cooperation with CYC will weigh 25% towards the CYC Award. 

D. The CYC (Sportsmanship) Award will be presented to each player on the winning team at the CYC Basketball Jamboree.  Teams winning the award must have the following required number of players in attendance at the Jamboree who must remain for the presentation; otherwise the trophies will be presented to the runner-ups.

XIII. Official scoresheet
A. Must be provided to the scorekeeper by each team before every game.

B. Players’ name and number of all rostered players should be typed or electronically completed on the scoresheet, in numerical order (from low to high).  The scoresheet is available on the CYC web site.  The scoresheet should not be modified to delete players who do not show up to the game.

C. Any corrections to the scoresheet can be made up to the start of the game.

D. Any corrections after the start of the game will result in a technical foul being assessed for each correction (i.e. wrong number for a player).

E. The complete and accurate scoresheet must be provided to the scorekeeper before the start of the game or a technical foul will be assessed for each offense.

XIV. Decorum

A. All disciplinary actions will be reviewed by the CYC Governing Board.

B. The referee may at any time eject, with or without warning, a player, coach, or spectator from the game for the following infractions:

1. Using profane or abusive language or other offensive language or gestures.
a. If the referee hears or sees trash talking, foul language, and/or taunting towards another player, a technical foul and at least a one game suspension will be assessed.

b. Fighting or provoking a fight is cause for automatic ejection.

2. Smoking on the premises.

3. Damaging or defacing the gym or adjacent property.

4. For any flagrant violation of CYC rules.

C. Forfeit: A team will forfeit the game and the forfeit fee assessed for any of the following infractions:

1. Not having a team of five players in uniform and on the floor ready to play at the scheduled time.  A grace of 10 minutes will be permitted.

2. Failure to have a certified adult representative or a parent of a team member on the bench at game time and during the entire game.

3. Use of an ineligible player.

4. If a team fails to show up for any league games, a forfeit fee of $400.00 will be automatically assessed to the team.
5. If a game is completed and determined to be a forfeit, the forfeit fee will be $200.00.  

6. All forfeits must be paid and confirmed by operations commissioner prior to next scheduled game or an additional penalty will be applied.

D. Any adult or Coach that is serving a suspension will not be allowed to be present in the gym or doorway at any CYC game in any division during the suspension period)
1. For any coach (head coach or assistant coaches) assessed decorum related technical foul , or a decorum related ruling, the following minimum sanctions will be automatically assessed.

a. One technical foul- Minimum 3 game suspension

b. Second decorum technical foul during season- One full season (1 year) suspension and review by CYC Governing Board.

c. Two decorum related technical fouls in one game.  Automatic Minimum 1 calendar year suspension from coaching in CYC and the following below.

2. If two technical fouls are assessed to the coach in a single game, all the following will be assessed.

a. Forfeit of the present game being played, and 

b. $400.00 (two hundred dollar) fine to the organization.

E. Player technical fouls (player must sit on bench at game dressed in jersey during the period of which he is suspended to count towards suspension)
1. For any player receiving technical fouls for decorum infractions, the following minimum sanctions will be automatically assessed beginning with the next game. (winter game and/or Mego)
a. One technical foul-Minumum One game suspension

b. Second decorum related  technical foul during season- Minumum Three game suspension

c. Three technical fouls during season- Automatic one full (1 year) Season suspension

F. In addition to the above, CYC reserves the right to suspend any player, coach, or parent for any amount of time it deems necessary when it feels that he/she has acted in a manner detrimental and contrary to the philosophy of the CYC Program.  
G. Player and Coach technical fouls NOT decorum related will be ruled on by the CYC Governing Board as soon as all the facts are determined and any action shall be made by the CYC chairman so as to have conformity as to action taken. Said action shall be final.
XV. General

A. League Scheduling and Standings

1. Games will be scheduled as follows:

2. Tie breaker rules for playoff seeding:

a. Who beat whom.

b. Total points surrendered in games with the others teams that are tied.

3. Championship Awards

a. Third place awards will be presented to third place team members in MA5 thru JB8 only.

b. Championship tiebreaker rules:

1. Who beat whom.

2. Playoff game, if time permits (commissioner’s choice).

3. If championship cannot be determined by 1 or 2 above, co or tri-champion awards will be presented in lieu of second or third place awards, respectively.

B. Postponements of games must be arranged with the Commissioner.

C. Injuries - Insurance

1. All injuries must be reported within 10 days of the occurrence to the CYC Commissioner of Basketball Operations.

2. CYC insurance will be secondary; the injured is to use his own insurance first.  The maximum payable is $1000 and will apply for supervised practice sessions during CYC season and all CYC sponsored league, Jamboree, and sanctioned tournament games.  The CYC insurance will not apply to any other post-season games.

D. Transportation-Each team will be responsible for the transportation of its players.

E. All CYC officials are empowered to enforce the CYC Guidelines.

F. All teams are responsible for the First Aid of their players.

XVI. 2009/2010 Basketball Rule Changes

Please note that due to requirements we face with the use permits of gyms, the decorum section has been slightly modified to prevent any actions that would jeopardize our use, as well as the structure and responsibilities of the on site Division Director. PLAYER/PARENT/COACHES CODE OF CONDUCT (2009/2010)

(To be filed with CYC Commissioner of Basketball)
The code of conduct covers the behavior of a player, coach, parent and spectator involved with CYC.  Conduct rules must be upheld before, during, and after the contest. If a code violation occurs, it should be brought to the attention of the Division Director, or in their absence, any other CYC representative, who will investigate the alleged incident(s) and take appropriate action.

	General Rules of Conduct


1. Show respect for players, coaches, referees, scorekeepers, spectators, public property and equipment at all times.

2. Teach the players that rules of the game are mutual agreements, which no one should evade or break.  All players must play by the rules.

3. Remember that players participate for fun. They are not playing for the entertainment of spectators. They are not professionals.

4. Ensure only rostered players and coaches may sit on the bench side of the court.  All others must sit on the opposite side of the court, space allowing.

5. Be responsible in your demands on players' time, energy and enthusiasm.

6. Follow the advice of a physician when determining when an injured player is ready to recommence play.

7. Be aware of your role as an educator as well as imparting knowledge and skills, and promoting desirable personal and social behaviors.

8. No individual shall appear in, on or around a facility at any time under the influence or in possession of alcohol or controlled substance.

9. No individual shall smoke on facility premises.

	Sportsmanship


10. Display modesty in victory and graciousness in defeat.

11. Be a good sport. Treat all players as you would like to be treated. Acknowledge all good players whether they are on your team or the other team. Never ridicule or abuse a player for making a mistake during competition. Be positive!

12. Put forth your best effort at all times. You and your team’s performance will benefit.

13. Work cooperatively with the players, coaches, spectators, referees, scorekeepers, Division Directors and CYC representatives in keeping order.  Without them there would be no competition.

	Verbal and Physical Abuse


14. Never argue with a referee. If you disagree, only the coach may enter a discussion with the referee and always in an appropriate manner.

15. Control your temper. Verbal and physical abuse of referees, players, coaches, scorekeepers, or CYC representatives, deliberately distracting or provoking an opponent is not acceptable or permitted.

16. Avoid offensive gestures or language.  Avoid use of all derogatory language especially if based on gender, race or impairment.

Division Directors are responsible for investigating all violations of the Code of Conduct and taking appropriate action based on the results on the investigation.  For any violation not specified in the Code, the action taken shall be at the discretion of the Division Director.  Any participant removed from a game must leave the park or school facility immediately.  Failure to do so will result in further sanctions being imposed on the individual, team or organization at the discretion of the CYC Board.  Any participant having been once penalized by enforcement of the "Code of Conduct" and reported again for violating the "Code of Conduct" will be subject to additional sanctions as determined by the CYC Board.  Coaches and Parent representatives are responsible for the actions of their players and spectators at all times during a CYC activity or event.

Community Youth Council (CYC)
2009/2010 COACHES’ CODE OF ETHICS

Since its inception, CYC has striven to provide a positive environment for its participants through the various athletic programs that it has sponsored.  CYC emphasizes the importance of building their self-esteem and confidence, teaching them sportsmanship and teamwork, and helping in their social and moral development.  It is within this context that the following code of ethics is presented.

As a basketball coach, I understand that it is my responsibility and duty to:

1. Show respect for players, officials, and other coaches.

2. Respect the integrity and judgment of game officials.

3. Establish and model fair play, sportsmanship, and proper conduct.

4. Establish player safety and welfare as the highest priority.

5. Provide proper supervision of players at all times.

6. Use discretion when providing constructive criticism and when reprimanding players.

7. Maintain consistency in requiring all players to adhere to the established rules and standards of the game to be played.

8. Instruct players in the safe use of equipment used.

9. Insure that no pressure is placed on the players to win or lose the game.

10. Encourage players to strive for the highest possible level of scholastic achievement possible.

11. Discourage any player from the use of alcohol, tobacco, illegal and non-prescriptive drugs, anabolic steroids, or any substance to increase physical development or performance that is not approved by the United States Food and Drug Administration, Surgeon General of the United States, or American Medical Association.

12. Practice moral principles and avoid recruitment of athletes from other teams.

13. Follow the rules of behavior and the procedures for crowd control as established by CYC, as well as the rules of the facilities that CYC utilizes.

14. The use of profanity, inappropriate behavior, offensive language or gestures will result in expulsion from CYC.

Appendix D-Division Division Director’s Duties and Responsibilities

DIVISION DIRECTOR’S DUTIES & RESPONSIBILITIES

2009/2010
The Division Director role is one of the most important in the CYC organization.  The Division Director represents CYC at each gym location and manages the games, players, coaches, spectators, referees, and scorekeepers.  When performed well, the Division Director will ensure the continuation of the league, safety and well being of the boys, and enjoyment of the spectators.  In addition, this position has a direct bearing on CYC’s ability to use the Los Angeles Unified School District gyms and run both the winter and summer leagues and Megalopolis Tournament.  The CYC Organizational Structure follows:

The Head Commissioner should be contacted whenever there is a need for clarification of the CYC Guidelines.
Each division (PW1, PW2, MB3, MB4, MA5, MA6, JB7, JB8) will have a Division Director.  The Division Director will be identified by the responsible organization (see below).  The Pee Wee Commissioner will always be responsible for the PW1 and PW2 divisions and whichever organization is the Pee Wee Commissioner for the particular year will need to handle both divisions.  The Head CYC Commissioner will have ultimate responsibility for ensuring that the CYC Guidelines have been appropriately interpreted and applied for the basketball operations and will work closely with each Division Director and the Board of Delegates.  The responsibility for the Head CYC Commissioner of Basketball Operations and Pee Wee Commissioner will continue to rotate among the organizations as stated in the CYC Guidelines.

2. Documentation Requirements-The Division Director has the primary responsibility for all documentation requirements and submission of the related paperwork.  All documentation should be included in the comment section of the scoresheet.  Examples of situations where documentation is required include (but not limited to) issues of decorum, technical fouls, forfeitures, and disturbances.  The Division Director will make a notation on the scoresheet any pertinent information in regards to any technical fouls or disturbances at the gym.  The appropriate CYC Commissioner should be notified immediately after the incident occurs. It is important that you know the reason for the technical fouls and to whom it is charged.  This can result in suspension of the person to whom the technical was assessed.  Forfeitures will result in a fine being imposed on the forfeiting team.  If you are unsure whether a situation should be documented, err on the side of more information by including it on the scoresheets.  The Head Commissioner and CYC Board will review and make the final decision for suspensions.
3. Disturbances-Intervene only in disturbances involving CYC participants and/or spectators.  All other matters (and situations that are beyond your responsibilities) should be referred to the facility director, Civic Center Permit Supervisor, and/or police.  Know your facility director and where to find him.  Make sure that pertinent information is documented on the scoresheet such as who received the technical & why or any information that would describe any incident that occured.  The CYC Head Commissioner should also be informed ASAP.  

4. Gym Responsibilities-The Division Director is responsible for opening the gym, maintaining the gym throughout the permit period, and closing the gym.

· The Division Director should arrive at least 15 minutes prior to the first scheduled game to help set up gym including scorekeeper’s table, team benches etc.

· The Division Director will ensure that only the Youth Services facility director will pull out or close the bleachers.

· If the gym is messy or has excessive trash, bring this to the attention of the facility director and make a special notation on the back of the scoresheet.  Throughout the day, the Division Director should work with the teams and parent representatives to ensure that the gym is kept clean and all trash is moved to the large trash bins.

· If at the time the first scheduled game is to start and the gym is not open or there is not scorekeeper or referee present, call the CYC Head Commissioner ASAP so that appropriate action can be taken (see contact information below).

· Facility directors are only responsible for being at the gym for the scheduled permit time.  Therefore they may not arrive at the gym until the time of the first schedule game.  Do not panic if the gym is not opened when you arrive 15 minutes early.  Likewise, after the last scheduled game, please inform the teams that they may have to vacate the premises as soon as possible if the time is later than gym permit allows.  Snacks can be shared outside of the gates and trash should be taken with them.

5. Where to Sit-The Division Director will sit at or near the scorekeeper table to be available to assist in any situations that may arise.

6. Required Items-Make sure you have the following with you at all times:
· Phone numbers of Head CYC/Pee Wee Commissioner (see below).

· The phone number of the facility director or the person responsible for opening the gym.  The facility director is not required to give you his/her telephone number although most will provide you this information when asked.

· CYC Parent/Player/Coach and Coaches Code of Conduct notices to post on gym door
· CYC schedule of games for your division.

· CYC 2009/2010 Guidelines.

· Blank paper, pen and tape to be able to post notices of game cancellations or gym changes.

7. Post Game Responsibilities-At the completion of the games on Sunday evening, a summary of the games must be provided to the CYC Head Commissioner and the Webmaster for posting to the CYC website and determination of team standings.  The CYC Highlight Sheet should be used to document which teams played, the outcome, and a brief highlight of the game (please list player’s name versus jersey numbers).
· Option 1-Email: Complete the below email template indicating final scores, highlights of each game, documentation of any decorum issues or technical fouls assessed and any other issues that may require escalation to the CYC Commissioner.  Please make sure that the information is accurate as it will impact the final standings and players/teams.  Email this information to Bonnie Wong at wongs6@aol.com and to Kevin Yeh

8.  Remember that you are the Division Director and represent CYC.  What you do, and how you do it, reflects on the whole organization and impacts CYC’s ability to continue to operate.  It is your responsibility to:

· Know and understand the CYC Guidelines.

· Manage the gyms, players, coaches, spectators, referees and scorekeepers.

· Maintain the cleanliness of the gyms.

i. It is a good idea to have extra trash bags with you

ii. Ensure that trash cans are emptied if needed after several games.
· Always enforce the ‘No Smoking’ rule.
· Always enforce the ‘No Food/Drinks’ rule.
· Enforce the Player, Parent & Coaches Code of Conduct.

· Keep an eye out for safety situations

For PW1 – MB4 Divisions

The PW1-MB4 divisions are eligible for the CYC Award (sportsmanship).  This is determined throughout the league by parental participation, referee evaluations, and attendance at the Jamboree.  Excluding the Jamboree attendance, the others are documented on the CYC Award-Official Sign-In and Rating Sheet 2009/2010.  Ten minutes prior to each game the Division Director must sign a blank CYC Award-Official Sign-In and Rating Sheet 2009/2010.  At the conclusion of the game, collect the sign-in sheet from each parent representative and have the referees rate each team and sign.

· Check to see that the sheets are filled out and signed properly.

· Credit for absent parents WILL be granted for:

· Widowed parents

· Hospitalized parents

· Parent who is at another CYC game at the same time as a Division Director, CYC Commissioner, or a board member who is performing other duties for CYC.

· Parent who is attending another son’s CYC game

· Parent who is coaching another CYC game

· Parent who is attending a daughter’s JAO game
(Indicate approved exceptions in the appropriate column to the right of the player’s name [i.e., if the father is coaching another CYC team], write this under the column labeled “Father”.)

· Credit for absent parents will NOT be granted for:

· Divorced or separated parents

· Working parents

· Illness

For MA5 – JB8 Divisions

Payment to Referees.-The junior divisions use municipal referees for their games.  The Division Directors will be responsible for paying these referees by following the below:

· Pay referees at the completion of each game 

· Complete the Referee Payment Record.

6. The Head Commissioner will also communicate this information to the Organizational Representatives.

Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs)

What if your Youth Services Facility Director does not show up to open the gym or opens the gym late?

The Division Director should make every attempt to contact the Youth Services Facilities Director (assuming that you have their number) to get the gym open.

If the gym opens a few minutes late and you determine that you can still get in the scheduled number of games, by shortening the time between games and halftimes, run the game at the assigned gym.

If the gym does not appear that it will open, you should contact the Head Commissioner immediately to determine if there are available gyms to which your games can be moved.  As a general guideline, any games that have been delayed for more than 45 minutes should be moved or rescheduled.  The Head Commissioner will coordinate with the Gym Coordinator and decide whether to cancel or move your games.  If the games are moved, put a notice to this effect in a conspicuous place.  If you are being moved to another gym at which other CYC are being played (i.e., you will use the last hour of our permit at another gym after the regularly scheduled games are completed) you should give a courtesy call to the Division Director of that gym alerting them you will be using the gym.

What if the Referees do not show up?

Call the Head Commissioner
What if the Scorekeepers do not show up?

Call the Head Commissioner
What do you do when a player gets injured?

Each organization has primary responsibility for the health of their players.  The organizations/parent representatives should have with them a copy of the CYC Authorization for Third Party Treatment or the organization’s equivalent throughout the league.  Parents/Legal Guardians have primary responsibility for the care of their child including calling for ambulances/emergency care.  If they are not present, the parent representative for the team should assume care for the player.  The Division Director should only assume responsibility for the player as a last resort.

How do I identify myself as the Division Director during the games?

Each Division Director will be provided with a lanyard and identification indicating they are the Division Director.  This should be conspicuously displayed while at the gym in addition to being positioned by the scorekeeper’s table for each game.

Whom should I inform if I get a request for special scheduling considerations?

Communicate this to the Head Commissioner before the beginning of the season.
